Suites (which received the prestigious Italian Critics” Award).
His many other outstanding albums include recordings of
Beethoven’s Triple Concerto with Claudio Abbado for Deutsche
Grammophon, Dvorak's Cello Concerto with Antonio Pappano
and the Accademia di Santa Cecilia (Warner) and a live video
recording from the Salle Pleyel in Paris of Shostakovich's Cello
Concerto No. 2 with Valery Gergiev. Mario Brunello is an Ac-
cademia Nazionale di Santa Cecilia's Academician.
