Hungarian violinist Kristof Barati is recognized increasingly
across the globe as a musician of extraordinary quality with a
vast expressive range and impeccable technique.

Viktor Tretiakov was born into a musical family in the Sibe-
rian City of Krasnoyarsk in 1946 and attended a music school
in Irkutsk. He continued his education at the Moscow Central
Music School and successfully completed his violin studies at
the Moscow Conservatory in the class of Professor Yuri Yan-
kelevich. In 1966 he won the International Tchaikovsky Competi-
tion to be awarded the first prize.
