no, the Haydn Orchestra Bolzano, the Northern Sinfonia, the Hel-
sinki Philharmonic, the Lahti Symphony Orchestra, the Sinfonietta
Finlandia and the Norwegian Arctic Philharmonic Orchestra.
Christian Lindberg begins in his new position as Principal Con-
ductor and Artistic Advisor of the newly established Norwegian
Arctic Philharmonic Orchestra in 2010-2011, an orchestra which
enjoys strong Government support.

Christian Lindberg’s achievements on the trombone can only be
compared with those of Paganini on the violin or of Liszt on the pi-
ano. Having premiered over three hundred works for the trombone
(including more than thirty composed by himself), recorded more
than seventy solo CDs and having an international solo competi-
tion created in his name in Valencia in Spain, Christian Lindberg
is today nothing less than a living legend.

In 2000, together with Louis Armstrong and Miles Davis, he was
voted by an international poll as one of the greatest brass players
of the 20th century.

In 2002 Sergei Nakariakov received the ECHO Klassik Award
on ZDF as instrumentalist of the year from the German Pho-
no-Academy. Over the years Sergei has recorded over 15 com-
pact discs.

Sergei's touring schedule includes performances in the fore-
most concert series all over the world, both with orchestra and
in recital.
