Becoming a laureate of the P.I.Chaikovsky Gompetition, one of
the major events in the world of classic music, has been a great
honor that opened wide professional horizons for its participants.
Our country gave birth to outstanding figures of arts, in musical
culture in particular. Among them, the first to mention is the name
of Pyotr llich Chaikovsky. That is why the competition named
after this great Russian composer is a special phenomenon
among the world’s most prestigious music contests.

The First International P.I.Chaikovsky Competition’s organizing
committee, headed by Dmitry Shostakovich, took place in
1958, proceeding in two categories, Piano and Violin, which
became, in a sense, a tuning fork of the highest performance
skills. Its participants were appraised by an authoritative board
comprised of prominent musicians: Emil Gilels (chairman),
Heinrich Neuhaus, Lev Oborin, Svyatoslav Richter, Sir Arthur
Bliss (Great Britain), Pancho Vladigerov (Bulgaria), Camarago
Guarnieri (Brazil), George Georgescu (Romania), Fernand
Quinet (Belgium), and Carlo Zecchi (ltaly). Van Cliburn, the
winner of the first competition had become a truly “live legend”
whose narrations about his performance at the competition were
subsequently handed over from one generation to another.

At the Second Competition held in 1962 the pianists and
violinists were joined by cello players. The jury included the
pianists Emil Gilels, Yakov Flier, Bruno Seidlhofer (Austria),

The winners of the Second Competition in the Piano division
were: Vladimir Ashkenazi, Eliso Virsaladze and the John Ogdon.
The winner of the Violin category was the Boris Gutnikov, who had
won all the international competitions where he participated. The
cellist winners were Natalia Shakhovskya and Natalia Gutman.
The Third Competition came up, for the first time, with the Voice
category. The participants” performance was again assessed by
an illustrious jury. The Piano category included Nadia Boulanger
and de Gontaut Biron (France), Léon Jongen (Belgium), Josef
Pélenicek (Czechoslovakia), Veselin Stoyanov (Bulgaria); in the
violin division - Joseph Szigeti (Switzerland), Remigo Principe
(ltaly). The cellist jury consisted of Mstislav Rostropovich
(chairman), Daniil Shafran, Gaspar Cassado (Spain), and
Pierre Fournier (France). The singers were judged by Sergey
Lemeshev, Maria Maksakova, Irina Arkhipova, Mark Reisen and
the composer Georgiy Sviridov.

The Third Competition gave the listeners an unforgettable
impression of performances by the pianist Grigory Sokolov and
the violinists Victor Tretyakov and Oleg Kogan. The winning
vocalists were Jane Marsh of the USA, Vladimir Atlantov and
Maria Biesu.

From the 1970s through the 1980s, i.e. from the Fourth to the
Eighth Competitions, there had been a remarkable, sometimes
just stunning jury, especially in the vocalist category.
For instance, the Fourth Competition was attended by the
legendary Maria Callas, the Fifth by Mario Del Monaco and Ewa
Bandrowska-Turska, and the Seventh by Renata Tebaldi.

Also worth mentioning are the winners of those competitions.
The Fourth Competition held in 1970 was won by the pianists
Vladimir Krainev and John Lill (England), the violinists Gidon
Kremer and Vladimir Spivakov, the cellist David Geringas,
and the singers Yelena Obraztsova and Tamara Sinyavskaya.
At the Fifth in 1974 the indelible impression was produced by
the pianist Myung-Whun Chung of South Korea, and Andras
Schiff (Hungary), at the Sixth (1978) by Mikhail Pletnyov. The
Seventh Competition (1982) became famous for our violinists
Viktoriya Mullova and Sergey Stadler, the cellists Antonio
Menezes (Brazil), and the Eighth (1986) for the Italian cellist
Mario Brunello.

Superior virtuosity, exceptional sounding culture and individual
creativity were unforgettable features of the subsequent
competitions, from the Ninth to the Thirteenth. The Ninth was
won by the pianist Boris Berezovsky, the violinist Akiko Suwanai
(Japan), the singer Deborah Voigt (USA), the Tenth by the
pianist Nikolai Lugansky, the violinists Anastasia Chebotaryova
and Jenifer Koch (USA). The singer Hibla Gerzmava became
the first and, to date the sole, winner of the Competition’s
Grand Prix throughout its history. The Eleventh Competition
discovered for us the names of the pianist Denis Matsuyev,
violinist Miyeko Sato (Japan), the cellists Boris Andrianov and
Denis Shapovalov, the Twelfth gave us the names of the cellist

Johannes Moser (Germany), the singer Mikhail Kazakov who
captivated the audience and the jury by his fine bass and artistry
(and made them recall that “Russia is the land of basses”). The
Thirteenth brought fame to the pianist Miroslav Kultyshev, the
violinists Nikita Borisoglebsky and Mayuko Kamio (Japan), the
cellists Sergey Antonov and Alexander Buzlov, and the singer
Albina Shagimuratova.

On the eve of the Fourteenth Competition (2011) its organizing
committee was headed by Valery Gergiyev, an outstanding
musician of today, whose name is linked with a new stage of
its development. V.Gergiyev invites to the jury not only world
renowned artists but also major organizers of the concert
business like Viadimir Ashkenazi, Yefim Bronfman, Peter
Donohoe, Barry Douglas, Yuri Bashmet, Maxim Vengerov,
Anne-Sophie Mutter, Mario Brunello, David Geringas, Teresa
Berganza, Renata Scotto, Ferruccio Furlanetto, Vladimir
Atlantov, lldar Abdrazakov, Martin Engstroem, head of the
International Festival in Verbier, and Clive Gillinson, artistic
director of Carnegie Hall.

In 2011, for the first time the Competition was held in Russia’s
two capitals, Moscow and St Petersburg, which was not only
an important and logically substantiated innovation, but also
increased the number of concert halls for the competitors.

As is known, P..Chaikovsky, a fosterling of Russia’s first
conservatoire in St Petersburg, developed as a musician and
became famous as a composer in Moscow.

Also for the first time, the Fourteenth Competition arranged
Internet broadcast which enabled the lovers of music all over

The Fourteenth Competition will be remembers for its new
names. Those are, in the first place, the pianist Daniil Trifonov,
the violinist Sergey Dogadin, the cellist Narek Akhnazaryan
(Armenia), and the singer Jung Min Park (Korea).

The Fifteenth Competition, devoted to P.I.Chaikovsky’s 175th
anniversary, marked again a notable composition of the jury.
The pianists’ performances were appraised by Dmitry Bashkirov,
Boris Berezovsky, Sergey Dorensky, Peter Donohoe, Barry
Douglas (UK); the violinists’ by Yuri Bashmet, Victor Tretyakov,

The International Tchaikovsky Competition is held once every
four years.

The first Competition, in 1958, included two categories — Piano
and Violin. Beginning with the second Competition, in 1962,
the Cello category was added, and the Voice category (where
separate prizes were provided for the Best Male and Female
Vocal Performance) was introduced during the third Competition
in 1966.

In 2011, the Competition was first held in two cities, Moscow
and Saint Petersburg. The jubilee XV International Tchaikovsky
Competition was timed to the 175th anniversary of the birth of
the great Russian composer.

In 2018, the International Tchaikovsky Competition reached
its 60th anniversary. Throughout its history, the Competition
has given international fame to outstanding representatives of
the performing arts of the modern era. Upon the decision of
the Organizing Committee in 2019, a new specialty Wind and
Brass Instruments was added for the significant step towards
the revival of the world school of performance and to discover
new names to the Competition program,. This specialty will be
subdivided into two separate juries, Woodwinds and Brass.

An artistic competition is a traditional starting point for gifted
young musicians as it gives them a chance to encounter the
admiration of the general public, gain recognition from the
global professional community, and start a brilliant international
career. In Russia the Competition is considered a landmark of
national musical culture. Each of its editions is one of the key
events in the social and cultural life of the country.

The competition among the students of the children’s music
and art schools and the All-Russian competition of the school-
children’s artistic creation “Tchaikovsky” are organized by the
Government of the Russian Federation, the Ministry of Culture
of the Russian Federation, and the Ministry of Education of the
Russian Federation within the framework of the Internation-
al Tchaikovsky Competition. The aim of the competitions is to
identify and support the most gifted children.

In 2019 more than 100 children from 8 federal districts of the
Russian Federation became the prize-winners of the competi-
tions in such categories as “Piano”, “Violin”, “Cello”, “Voice”,
“Wind Instruments”, as well as “Piano Ensemble”, “Instrumen-
tal Ensemble”, “Chamber Orchestra”, “Vocal Ensemble”, “Choral
Ensemble”, “Classical Ballet”, “Modern Dance”, and *Visual Arts”.
On June 24-26, 2019, cultural and educational events will be or-
ganized for the winners of the competitions in Moscow. They will
attend the XVI International Tchaikovsky Competition and will
be trained by the leading Russian teachers. The prize-winners
will also visit the expositions at the capital’s largest museums,
such as the State Historical Museum and the Russian National
Museum of Music, and will attend the V International Festival of
Arts named after P.I. Tchaikovsky in Klin.

The orchestra was created in 1882 at the behest of Alexander Il with the Court Musicians’
Chair. In the beginning of the 20th centurythe orchestra gave the Russian premieres of works
by Richard Strauss, Gustav Mahler, Anton Bruckner, Alexander Scriabin, and Igor Stravinsky.
In 1921 the ensemble was the basis for the newly formed philharmonic, the first of its kind in
the country, and it performed with Otto Klemperer, Bruno Walter, Felix Weingartner, Viadimir
Horowitz, and Sergei Prokofiev. In 1934 the orchestra received the title of Honoured Ensemble
of the Republic. Beginning in 1938 the ensemble was led for more than a half century by
Evgeny Mravinsky.

Presslersinternational career was launched after he was
awarded 1st prize at the Debussy International Piano Competition in
San Francisco in 1946. This was followed by his successful
American debut with the Philadelphia Orchestra under the
baton of maestro Eugene Ormandy. After nearly a decade of an
illustriousand acclaimed solo career, the 1955 Berkshire Music
Festival saw Menahem Pressler’s debutas a chamber musician,
where heappeared as a pianist with the Beaux ArtsTrio. This col-
laboration quickly established Pressler'sreputationas oneof the
world’s most revered chamber musicians. With Pressler at the
Trio’s helm as the only pianist for nearly fifty-five years.

For nearly sixty years Menahem Pressler has taught on
the piano faculty at the world-renowned Indiana University
Jacobs School of Music where he currently holds the rank of
Distinguished Professor of Music as the Charles Webb Chair.
Among his numerous honours and awards, Pressler has
received honorary doctorates from the Manhattan School
of Music, the University of Nebraska, the San Francisco
Conservatory of Music and the North Carolina School of
the Arts, six Grammy nominations (including one in 2006),
lifetime achievement awards from Gramophone magazine and
the International Chamber Music Association, Chamber Music
America’s Distinguished Service Award and the Gold Medal of
Merit from the National Society of Arts and Letters; the Menuhin
Prize given by the Queen of Spain (2012), inductions into the
American Classical Music and Gramophone Magazine Halls
of Fame (2012) and the Music Teachers National Association
Achievement Award.

Born in Moscow in a musical family, Sergej Krylov began study-
ing the violin at the age of five and completed his studies at the
Moscow Central School of Music.

Sergej Krylov has established himself as one of the most talent-
ed violinists of his generation. He is regularly invited to perform
