Menahem Pressler
Country: USA — Israel

Pressler'sinternational career was launched after he was
awarded Tst prize at the Debussy International Piano Competition in
San Francisco in 1946. This was followed by his successful
American debut with the Philadelphia Orchestra under the
baton of maestro Eugene Ormandy. After nearly a decade of an
illustriousand acclaimed solo career, the 1955 Berkshire Music
Festival saw Menahem Pressler's debutas a chamber musician,
where heappeared as a pianist with the Beaux ArtsTrio. This col-
laboration quickly established Pressler'sreputationas oneof the
world’s most revered chamber musicians. With Pressler at the
Trio’s helm as the only pianist for nearly fifty-five years.

For nearly sixty years Menahem Pressler has taught on
the piano faculty at the world-renowned Indiana University
Jacobs School of Music where he currently holds the rank of
Distinguished Professor of Music as the Charles Webb Chair.

At twelve, a finalist at the first International Piano Competition of
Rio de Janeiro, he received a grant from Brazilian president Jus-
celino Kubitschek and went to study in Vienna under Bruno Seidl-
hofer, teacher of Friedrich Gulda. At nineteen, Freire was awarded
the Dinu Lipatti Medal in London and later won 1st Prize at the
International Vianna da Motta Competition in Lisbon.

He has appeared with the greatest orchestras: the Philharmonics
of Berlin, London (LSO, LPO, BBC), New York, Israel, and Brus-
sels, as well with the Amsterdam Concertgebouw, the Leipzig Ge-
wandhaus, Orchestra de la Tonhalle, Orchestre Suisse Romande,
Vienna, Boston, Philadelphia, Cleveland, Los Angeles, Chicago
and Montreal Symphony Orchestras.

In March 2007 Freire received the title of Commandeur de 'Ordre
des Arts et des Lettres. In 2011 he became a Chevalier de la Le-
gion d’Honneur — France’s most prestigious order for international
citizens. In May 2019, Nelson Freire received in Luzern (Switzer-
land) prize for a lifetime career achigvement.
